Step 1 - Loosen the two wing-nutso located on the front paneleand then open the front panel.

Step 2 - Loosen the four screwseon the back side of the front panel and turn the four metal plates o to remove
the existing lens.

Step 3 - Unscrew the existing incandescent light bulb from the socket (caution: light bulb may be hot) and remove the
reflector.

Step 4 - Remove the protective film from the lens of the module.

Step 5 - Mount the moduleeto the front panel. Use the existing metal plateseand screwseto mount the
module. For balls, make sure the “TOP” arrow is pointing upward.

Step 6 - Securely connect the spade terminal 0 to the traffic signal power terminals, which are connected to the
controller. LED modules have colored wire: red, yellow, and brown wires for phase conductor, and white wire
for neutral line.

Step 7 - Close the panel and tighten the two wing nuts.
Step 8 - If the external flexible cable or cord of this module is damaged, it shall be replaced by a special cord or cord
exclusively available from the manufacturer or service agent.
